Council Delegate:  Toni Northrop –January 6 2010 Speaker Dottie Buckman from Census talked about making sure all residents are counted. In 1990 Lakewood had 60,000 residents, in 2000 we had 56,000. Census will be going to schools, churches etc, to get the word out. They are also trying to translate into other languages.  If we go below 50,000 we lose entitlement funds. 
Dr. Maddock talked about school finances, where cuts were being made.  6.9 levy would be reasonable to pass. Class sizes will go up. Paper, field trips will be cut. 2014 we maybe in a hole even if the levy passes.  No word on which school will be closed. It will be tight for awhile.  Trying to save costs all around. 
Principals report :  Dr. Wagner  had an $180,000 budget, all supplies etc will be decreasing by $20,000.00 on top of passing levy.  Property values going down, delinquent property taxes, state cuts are having an impact. Cuts made now are non personal.  Next year our number should come up for the state funding.  We are number 424. The state is on 414.  After the winter break a freeze was put on.  Trying to spend the rest of this year’s money on supplies for next year.   Art & Science are the most expensive classes. They have the most consumable products. Some down  scaling  will happen.   No changes on school fees has been talked about yet. Some classes may have extra fees. 

Dr. Wagner (cont’d)   Snowball dance will be open to all students 9th—12th. Only 12th graders can bring outside guest.  Will be last week in February. Assemblies will be next week on stats, grades, attendance. Recognitions Wednesday for junior & seniors. Thursday will be freshman & sophomores.
