The stated purpose$ the Ohio Core are:

e To establish the Ohio Core as the standard expectatiaal fstudents graduating from high school.

e To prepare Ohioans to apply increased knowledge and skills to meet the demand BtameuyL

e To prepare high school graduates to succeed in theksposnhdary endeavors including ereyel jobs,
apprenticeships, military service and college.

e To create stronger coordination between high schools and institutions of higher education in oeder to pr
pare students to take more challenging curriculum.

e Toreduce remediation at the college level.
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Ohio CORE Gaduation Requirements

Beginning with students who enter ninth grade for the first time on or after July 1, 2010, the requirementsfor grad
ation from every public and chartered nonpublic high school shall include tematiysthat are designed to gpare
students for college and the Wiorce.

Prior law required only threereditsof mathematics and threeeditsof science, permitting six electives. There

were no foreign language reggnments.

With respect to théine artsrequirement, the bill requires two semesters or the equivalent to be completed before
graduation.The coursewde can be completed in any of grade$Z. Prior to grade nine, the coursework will count

for high school credit only if the course satisfied the requirements for advanced work (i.e., [1] the class is taught by
a teacher licensed or certified to teach highool; and [2] the local board of education designates the work &s mee
ing the high school curriculum requiremen@therwise, the course counts toward the-s8e@mester requirement.
Careertechnical students are exempted from the fine arts requirement.

The Ohio CORE Alternative Graduation Pathway

The bill establishes alternative methods to earn a diploma without completing the CORE curriculum through 2014.
