The Ohio Music Education
Association State Orchestra Adjudicated Contest was hosted
by Lakewood, and had dozens of orchestras from Northeast
Ohio attending.

On Friday, March 5, the Symphonic Mixed Choir and the Symphonic
Treble Choir, under the direction of Dr. Lisa Hanson, participated in
the Ohio Music Educations Association (OMEA) District High School Adjudicated Event.

Both choirs received unanimous "Superior” or "I ratings from their judges, both in the
prepared performance and the sightreading portion. The Symphonic Treble Choir
entered in class "C" and the Symphonic Mixed Choair in the highest class, "AA."

Some of the comments from the judges for the Symphonic Treble Choir included,
