               Tips for Students Who 
       Want to Major in Music in College 


 
          Passion matters! 
 
                     Before Your Senior year 
1. Focus on what type of school your musician might be most interested in. 
a. Stand alone music conservatory 
    BW, Oberlin, CIM, Julliard
b. Music school in a larger school 
    Akron, CMU, Indiana, Illinois, Northwestern 
c. Music major in a larger/smaller school 
    COW(College of Wooster), Otterbein
2. Focus on the programs your musician/you are      
interested in 
a. Music performance, education, music therapy, composition, theory, music tech, etc.
3. Ask about scholarships (for instrument!), deadlines for scholarships, school vs music school 
scholarships, work study, academic expectations and scholarships
4. Ask about admission criteria, # of spots open, method of offering (2 x openings, sequential, 
wait list), letters of rec., test scores, course work
5. Finally, get your letters of recommendation lined up in the fall, no later than Thanksgiving of 
your senior year. Scholarships may depend on this!
